Join Calvin Larson and Mark Almy at the Palm Springs Art 

Museum for a close-up look at seven art works from their 

permanent collection.  One large painting and six different 

sculptures invite a rich exploration in the art form as well as 

a deep conversation surrounding the Capacities for Imagina-

tive Learning and how they may serve us both as learners and 

teachers. What are the potential uses of the Capacities, and 

how can they help facilitate learning in the classroom?

Experience a rich exploration of Backhausdance latest work 

Incandescent, guided by Holly O’Farrell and Karen Rae Kraut, 

while also considering the voice of Maxine Greene, philosopher, 

teacher and writer. Originally inspired to create Incandescent by 

a physical light bulb, choreographer Jennifer Backhaus compared 

the fragile glass structure and warm emitting glow created when 

electricity charges the filament with that of a human spirit when 

it is ignited by self awareness, creativity and connection to 

others. Juxtaposing this work of art with some of Maxine Greene’s 

writings, participants investigate how to best maximize students’ 

and teachers’ opportunties for growth and self-awareness in a 

workshop that literally “moves and shakes” when participants 

join the Summer Session End of Week Celebration Party.
